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Information plays a huge role in the development of the agricultural economy
because it elevates awareness of all agricultural information dimensions, which will
affect the production efciency of agricultural products. The Ofce of Agricultural
Economics prepared this publication, Agricultural Statistics of Thailand 2024, for
a far-reaching range of users, comprising the government sector, the private sector,
educational institutions, farmers, and the general public, including agricultural information
on plants, livestock, and fsheries. To this end, the ofce has surveyed, collected,
and analysed data covering production situations both domestically and internationally
with details of important information, such as areas, production quantities, prices, etc.
In addition, other relevant information, consisting of forestry, climate and irrigation,
land use and land tenure, value of exports and imports, and agricultural economic index,
is also contributed. Moreover, the document provides explanations on symbols, area
measure units, and defnitions for enhancing users’ comprehension and application
correctly to meet their purposes.

Definitions

1. Crop classifcation is categorized in accordance with Thailand standard industrial

classifcation such as food crops, oil crops and so on.

2. Agricultural and food products group refers to farming, livestock and fsheries
(HS 01-24).

3. Agricultural products for agro-industry group refers to agricultural product that
use as a raw material into processing for industrial use. (HS 35.05 40.01 40.05
44,03 50.01-50.03 52.01 53.03).

4, Major rice refers to the rice growing between 1% May and 31 October in the
same Yyear, except six provinces in the East Coast of Southern part, which are
Nakhon Si Thammarat, Phatthalung, Songkhla, Pattani, Yala, and Narathiwat, which
are growing between 16" June and 28" February in the following year.
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5. Hom Mali rice in the area refers to Hom Mali 105 and Kor Khor 15 rice varieties,
which grown in three northern provinces of Thailand: Chiang Rai, Phayao, and Chiang
Mai, and all provinces in the northeastern. If it is grown outside of these areas,
it will be considered as Hom Mali rice outside of the area.

6. Second rice refers to the rice growing between 1% November and 30" April of the
following year, except six provinces in the East Coast of Southem part, which are
Nakhon Si Thammarat, Songkhla, Phatthalung, Pattani, Yala, and Narathiwat, which
are growing between 1% March and 15" June in the same year.

7. Maize refers to the maize grown for seed to be mixed into animal feed and other
products, except maize grown for planting seed both in government agencies and
private sector; for examples, seed research center, seed production center of private
sector, and farmers planting for seed production.

7.1 Season 1 (Rainy season),
1) Season 1. early rainy season; growing between 1% March and 31% July in
the same year.
2) Season 1. late rainy season; growing between 1% August and 31 October
in the same year.
7.2 Season 2 (Dry season) refers to the maize growing between 1% November and
28" February in the following year.

8. Soybean refers to soybean that are grown and harvested for the seeds to be
consumed and used in the food industry such as vegetable oil, soybean paste, tofu
and mixed into animal feed. Except soybean that is grown and collected fresh to be
boiled, plowed during the fowering stage and soybean that is grown for collected
seed by the government and private sector such as seed research center, seed
production center of private sector, and any planting activity with the objective of
producing the soybean seed only.

8.1 Season 1 (Rainy season) growing between 1% May to 31% October of the
same Yyear, regardless of harvest time.

8.2 Season 2 (Dry season) growing between 1% November to 30" April of the
following year, regardless of harvest time.

9. Garlic, shallot, onion and potato refers to the crops growing between 1% May to
30" April of the following year.

10. Tomato refers to tomato fresh for selling to consumer and industrial harvesting
between 1% January to 31% December of the same year.
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11. Baby corn refers to baby comn harvesting between 1% January to 31% December of
the same year.

12. Sweet corn refers to sweet corn harvesting between 1% January to 31 December
of the same year.

13. Cassava refers to the cassava harvesting between 1% October to 30" September
of the following year for selling to industrial purpose, such as dry-chips producers,
pellet mills, four mills, ethanol factory and other processors excluding consumption.

14. Sugarcane refers to the sugarcane harvesting between 1% October to 30" September
of the following year for selling to the processing plants.

15. Batavia pineapple refers to Batavia pineapple harvesting between 1% January to 31
December of the same year, including Batavia pineapple that are named according
to the local producers such as Sri Racha pineapple, Bankha pineapple and Hauymon
pineapple.

16. Orchid (Cut Flower) refers to the orchid planted or standing between 1% January
and 31 December of the same year excluding orchid potted plant

17. Coffee (Robusta, Arabica) refers to the coffee trees, which are standing or planted
between 1% October and 30" September of the following year.

18. Para rubber, oil palm, pepper, coconut, longan, rambutan, durian, mangosteen,
lichee, tangerine, longkong and lime refers to the crops planted or standing between
15 January and 31 December of the same year,

19. Cattle refers to the cows/bulls kept for meat, labour and other purposes excluding
dairy cattle.

19.1 Number of cattle refers to the number of cattle of all ages that farmers raise.
This is information from the farmer registry as of April 30™

19.2 Cattle production refers to the total number of cattle, which produced domestically
for consumption purpose and also to export live cattle.

20. Dairy cattle refers to cattle raised for the purpose of obtaining milk.

20.1 Number of dairy cattle refers to the number of dairy cattle of all genders
and age groups that farmers raise. This is information from the farmer registry
as of April 30"

20.2 Production of raw milk refers to the total amount of raw milk that can
be milked and sold at the raw milk collection center during the year,

Buffalo refers to the buffalo kept for meat, labour and other purposes.

21.1 Number of buffalo refers to the number of buffalo of all genders and breeds
that farmers raise as of January 1%,

21.2 Buffalo production refers to the number of buffalo calves which were bom
and surviving for more than 24 hours in the production year.

Swine refers to all varieties of swine including native, pure breed, and hybrid species

kept for sale, breeding, and consumption in production year.

22.1 Number of swine refers to the number of swine of all ages that farmers raise.
This is information from the farmer registry as of April 30",

22.2 Swine production refers to the number of swine brought into the slaughterhouse
and living swine for exports during the year.

Broiler refers to all varieties of broiler breed chicken kept for sale and meat

consumption.

23.1 Number of broiler refers to the number of broiler of all ages that farmers
raise in houses. This is information from the farmer registry as of April 30.

23.2 Broiler production refers to the number of broilers brought into the slaughterhouse
during the year.

Layer hen refers to layer breed chicken kept for producing eggs for sale and

consumption.

24.1 Number of layer hen refers to the number of layer hens of all ages that
farmers raise in houses or cages. This is information from the farmer registry
as of April 30™

24.2 Egg production refers to the number of eggs produced during the year.

Native chicken refers to all local breeder chicken kept for sale or meat and eggs

consumption.

25.1 Number of native chicken refers to the number of native chickens that farmers
raise as of January 1%

25.2 Native chicken production refers to the total number of native chickens that
farmers sell or kill for consumption during the year.

Meat duck refers to all species of meat breeder ducks including male egg breeder

duck and Muscovy duck kept for sale and meat consumption excluding unproductive

layer duck.

26.1 Number of meat duck refers to the total number of meat ducks of all ages
that farmers raise as of January 1%,

26.2 Meat duck production refers to the total number of meat ducks that farmers
sell or kill for consumption during the year.

Layer duck refers to all species of layer breed duck kept for duck eggs production.

27.1 Number of layer duck refers to the total number of layer ducks of all ages
that farmers raise as of January 1%,

27.2 Duck egg production refers to the total number of duck eggs produced during
the year.

Type of shrimp culture refers to marine shrimp farming method which was divided

into three types as follows

28.1 Semi-developed method refers to marine shrimp farming method by draining
water from natural water sources into pond in order to bring shrimp fries
and natural feedstuffs including releasing additional shrimp fries into the pond.
This method can also add feedstuffs and use an aerator.

28.2 Developed method refers to marine shrimp farming method with normal
practices with intensive farming and adopt the high technology, water management
in pond, temperature control, disease control, and good management. This method
use shrimp fries only from nursery and adding feedstuffs and use an aerator.

28.3 Other methods refers to marine shrimp farming method similar to developed
method but culture with other aquatic animals such as tilapia giant freshwater prawn.

Farm-gate price refers to prices which farmer sell at home, feld, silo, orchard, fshing

pond, fshing pier and fshing market which excluded service fees at pier fsh and

fsh market,

Production value from selling price refers to the value calculated by multiplying

prices received for each product by the quantity of that product produced and sold.

Agricultural Price Index refers to the number that identifed the change of average

agricultural product price at farm gate compare to average annual prices at the

earlier year.

Agricultural Production Index refers to the number that identifed the change of

total agricultural production relate to average agricultural production at base year

using 2005.

Farm Income Index refers to Farmers Income Index. Income Index refects self-

sufciency ability of farmer, sustainability, and stability in the agricultural sector. Income

Index also refects total income before deducting other expenses (Gross Income).

Yield refers to total production per unit of harvested area.

Forest area refers to the area under natural or planted stands defned by the Royal

Forest Department using satellite imagery to classifed forest and non-forest.
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36. Non-Agricultural land use refers to the residual area after reduction of forest and
agricultural areas from the total areas of the country. It includes municipal areas
and sanitation district, non-farmer residence, business and industrial areas, schools,
hospitals, temples, roads, railways, airports, rivers, swamps, reservoirs, public areas,
other non-agricultural areas, and so on.

37. Other agricultural land use refers to the area held by farmer such as resident
area, salt feld, pasture, forest area, pond, ditches, wells, fsh ponds, shrimp ponds,
waterway, road in agricultural farm, mixing farm, farm and non-agricultural areas, etc.

38. Agricultural land use refers to the total areas of agricultural land use for household
or land use on which the household retains its interest in the land without real
ownership. Agricultural land use determined from the intent of utilization according
to regular utilization of that land.

39. Irrigated area refers to the area under the services of the Royal Irrigation Department,
namely large, medium, and small irrigated projects including electrical water pumping
and the Monkey Cheek Project. Water will be used for agriculture, consumption,
waterwork, tourism, disaster prevention and mitigation caused by fash food, polluted
water, etc.

40. Two thousand twenty-four Crops refers to the crops that were harvested in year
2024 and whose data are reported in crops year 2024/25. These include major rice,
maize (animal feed), soybean, pineapple, pepper, tomato, baby corn, sweet com,
perennial plants, and fruit trees.

41, Two thousand twenty-fve Crops refers to the crops that were harvested in year
2025 and whose data are reported in crops year 2024/25. These include second
rice, cassava, sugarcane, garlic, shallot, onion, potato, and coffee.

42. Geographical regions the geographical regions in Thailand are divided into 4 regions:
42.1 Northern region consists of 17 provinces namely Chiang Rai, Phayao, Lampang,

Lamphun, Chiang Mai, Mae Hong Son, Tak, Kamphaeng Phet, Sukhothai, Phrae, Nan,
Uttaradit, Phitsanulok, Phichit, Nakhon Sawan, Uthai Thani, and Phetchabun.
42.2 Northeastern region consists of 20 provinces namely Loei, Nong Bua Lam Phu,
Udon Thani, Bueng Kan, Nong Khai, Sakon Nakhon, Nakhon Phanom, Mukdahan,
Yasothon, Amnat Charoen, Ubon Ratchathani, Si Sa Ket, Surin, Buri Ram, Maha
Sarakham, Roi Et, Kalasin, Khon Kaen, Chaiyaphum, and Nakhon Ratchasima.
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42.3 Central region consists of 26 provinces namely Saraburi, Lopburi,
Sing Buri, Chai Nat, Suphan Buri, Ang Thong, Pha Nakhon Si  Ayutthaya,
Nonthaburi, Bangkok, Pathum Thani, Nakhon Nayok, Prachin Buri, Chachoengsao,
Sa Kaeo, Chanthaburi, Trat, Rayong, Chon Buri, Samut Prakan, Samut Sakhon,
Nakhon Pathom, Kanchanaburi, Ratchaburi, Samut Songkhram, Phetchaburi,
and Prachuap Khiri Khan.
